Each month throughout the year (usually the third Sunday), Temple Jeremiah
congregants shop and deliver food packages to one of our ARK clients.
Congregants call the client family to go over the grocery list and arrange a
convenient delivery time. The cost of groceries ranges between $75 and
$100. If you wish, you may share the expense and experience with another
temple family.

Though this project knows no age boundary, it is ideal for families with
young children, furthering their understanding of tzedakah. Feed-A-Family
only takes a few hours, but the reward of delivering food to a needy family
can last far longer.
