It's time to register for Religious School and Hebrew School for the 2010/2011 school year.

Sunday Religious School (see Registration form)

Sunday Religious School is available for all students in grades K-10, except for 7" graders who will
attend either Monday or Wednesday afternoon.

Session | meets 9:00 a.m. — 10:45 a.m.

Session Il meets 11:15 a.m. — 1:00 p.m.

K - 6 may select Session | or Session Il.

Grade 7 students do not meet on Sundays.7™ graders meet Monday or Wednesday,
4:30-6:00pm

e Grades 8, 9 & 10 (confirmation) students will meet Session Il only.

Hebrew School (see Registration form)

Please select one day for Hebrew School, Monday or Wednesday. Class meets from 4:30-6:00p.m.

All students begin Hebrew in 3rd grade with completion of 4 years of Hebrew by 7™ grade, in full
preparation for their private Bar/Bat Mitzvah tutoring. Both girls and boys must be 13 years old when
they become B’nai Mitzvah. Their 7™ grade year will consist of Religious Education with weekly
attention focused on review/ reinforcement of Hebrew prayers.

Hebrew School can be challenging for many children, especially students with learning differences or
attentional issues. To meet the needs of all students, we hope to have a first year Hebrew class
entitled "Structured Learning." This class will offer a lower student to teacher ratio in a more structured
environment which has proven beneficial when teaching Hebrew to students with special needs. If your
child has a learning difference and/or attentional issue, we encourage you to communicate this to us for
proper class placement. We can only offer this class if we have a minimum of 6 students.

Please return the registration forms, emergency form, and Volunteer Sheet as soon as possible.
Remember, class placement is given on a first come, first serve basis. We would like to give everyone
first choice, but cannot always accomplish that task. Teacher recommendations, availability, and class
sizes that are educationally sound, are only a few guidelines used when putting class lists together.
Since we believe strongly that all children from any family should be in the same session, priority for
Session Il must be given to families who have children in 8", 9", or 10" grades. Please, to avoid
disappointment, mail in your registration immediately. Once classes fill, they will be closed and you will
need to accept an alternate session. Every year parents wait too long and consequently, do not receive
the session of their choice.

I look forward to seeing your child(ren) at Temple Jeremiah next year. Thank you very much.
